The resident had asked if the 

                    SPID plate on LC 32 be moved further SE closer to the start of the 

                    30mph limit  so that drivers would see it before the Shays Avenue 

                    junction . This would mean providing a new post between the 30 limit

                    gateway and the first house (6 Brett Close). 

                    He explained that the County Council had requested  the views of the 

                    Police and the Town Council on this matter. 

                    Reference was made to the Town Council’s proposal to purchase 

                    another SPID for use in Clitheroe during the current financial year. 

                    The Town Clerk reported on the current position regarding additional 

                    sites identified by the Town Council where the SPID could be used. 
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        Councillor Allan Knox reported that the County Council proposed to 

                    establish 20mph zones in various town centres in the County one of

                    which was North Clitheroe encompassing Primrose/ St Mary’s/ 

                    Littlemoor/ Edisford. He suggested that once these proposals had 

                    been confirmed the Town Council should look to identify suitable 

                    sites outside this Zone for the new SPID.
