                    Borough Council had asked the Head of Legal Services to request the 
                    Town Council to formally request that the Borough Council enter into 

                    a Licence Agreement with the Town Council for the ownership of the 

                    Cenotaph Area with the boundary specified, responsibility for 

                    maintenance and insurance also covered. 

                    The Town Clerk submitted a Plan showing the proposed boundary of 

                    the site. 

                    In addition he submitted details of quotations he had received from 

                    the Borough Council’s Grounds Maintenance Department and D. 

                    Thomas, Landscape Gardening, Parson Lane, Clitheroe. He 

                    recommended that the lowest quote submitted by the Borough 

                    Council in the sum of £1211.03 be accepted.
