4. RIBBLE VALLEY BOROUGH COUNCIL THREE- TIER WASTE 

      COLLECTION  SERVICE.

      Peter McGeorge, Waste Management Officer, Ribble Valley Borough 

      Council  outlined the arrangements to be made to extend the Borough 

      Council’s three- tier waste collection service in to Clitheroe on week 

      commencing 23 June, 2008. 

      He responded to questions and comments from Town Councillors and 

      Members of the public present at the meeting. 

      RESOLVED:  That Peter McGeorge be thanked for his presentation. 

5. CONDITION OF THE CASTLE GROUNDS. 

Councillor Simon Entwistle reported that as part of their budget savings Ribble Valley Borough Council now only have one member of their parks staff who is responsible for the upkeep of the Castle grounds wheras , prior to such savings there were several members of staff involved. 

Bruce Dowles spoke on  behalf of the Friends of the Castle organization. He referred to the proposed opening of the Museum following completion of the 
            Heritage Lottery Scheme works in Spring 2009. He suggested that the Town 

            Council should arrange for work to be carried out to improve the 
            appearance of the Cenotaph Gardens in addition to that done by Ribble 

            Valley Borough Council under the Grounds Maintenance contract with the 
            Town Council. 

            A member of the public reported that a number of north west local 

            authorities were involved in the Green Flag Award which relates to large 

            parks such as the Castle area. They have been able to attract grant funding 
            to help improve parks and involve volunteers with the work. She suggested 

            that the Town Council should approach Ribble Valley Borough Council 

            on the matter. 

            Councillor  Alan Yearing reported that the RVBC Community Committee 

            would shortly be looking at ways to improve the condition of their parks. 

            RESOLVED:  That the Town Clerk be asked to write to the Chairman of 

            Friends of the Castle ( David Morris, Chief Executive of RVBC ),  suggesting
            that the possibility of assistance being obtained through the Green Flag 

            initiative be explored. 

6. QUESTION TIME.

Future of the St Mary’s Parish Hall. 

Bruce Dowles reported that he would shortly be addressing the St Mary’s 

Parish Hall Management Board requesting that the building be used as a Cinema which would involve providing raised seating and a revamp of the 

Facilities. He explained that it was possible to attract grant for this . He suggested that the Town Council engage with the St Mary’s Management Board and that once a new vicar has been appointed it was an ideal opportunity to have a vision for the building  for the future. 
He undertook to put something in writing to the Town Clerk on this matter.
