With reference to Minute No P3.07, Denise Thompson reported that it was

from the Parishes Grant Scheme towards the costs associated with 



improving the Chester Avenue Play Area.
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She submitted details of revised costings received from Wicksteeds which 


now showed a total cost of £34,269 for the scheme, meaning an estimated 


shortfall of just under £15,000.  She outlined several ways in which this 


‘funding gap’ could be addressed.
