The Town Clerk recommended that the Town Council take no further action on this matter having regard to the fact that the information is included in the commemorative plaques at the Cenotaph in the Castle grounds and, in view of the Town Council’s priority to arrange, if possible, for those plaques and the soldier statue to be professionally cleaned in the near future.
