PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – PLASTIC BAGS


Margaret Sutcliffe (ex-Town Councillor) addressed the meeting, outlining her 
concerns on the environmental impact of the use of plastic bags throughout the 
world.


She pointed out that a number of countries had banned or restricted their use.
She also made reference to the initiative taken by a group of people in Modbury, a small town in South Devon, which has resulted in none of the traders making them available for use.

She suggested that consideration be given to looking to implement a similar initiative in Clitheroe, and sought the Town Council’s support.

She considered that the first step was to educate/inform the public on how plastic bags affect their lives, starting with the young.  Furthermore, that it may be useful if Clitheroe were able to identify an alternative to plastic bags, for example, a dedicated ‘Clitheroe bag’, and that Clitheroe the Future, along with the local Chamber of Trade, may be prepared to support such an initiative.

RESOLVED: That the Town Clerk be requested to write to Clitheroe the Future and the local Chamber of Trade, asking if they would be prepared to join the Town Council in supporting an initiative to reduce ore remove the use of plastic bags in Clitheroe.
