Members drew attention to the decision arising from a recent meeting they had 
attended with the Leader of Ribble Valley Borough Council to set up four 
Working Groups: one to concentrate on the Woone Lane area; one, the town 
centre of Clitheroe; one, the York Street triangle, and the other to deal with litter.
